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RULES 2010
INTERNATIONAL MICKEY MOUSE  TROPHY

Competition will be held on two rounds.

Participation

Each Federation may enter a team composed of a maximum of 6 skiers with a maximum of 4 of the same sex for Tournament and a team composed of a maximum of  3 skiers with a maximum of 2 of the same sex for Wakeboard.

Skiers eligible for this competition are  Boys  and  Girls who have not attained 14 years by 31st December of the year preceding the competition, this means that the last year as a Micky Mouse skier is the calendar year in which the 14th birthday occurs.

The hosting Federation can enter a “B” Team, with the same limitations.

All  athletes  must have the membership card of their own Federation.

Enters must be sent to Italian Water Ski Federation at least 10 days before the competition start.

Homologation

International Mickey Mouse Trophy is, excepting unforeseen event and subject to Italian Technical Committee, homologated as Normal competition for the Tournament competition.

Skiers’ performances in the tournament competition for the admission in the National Ranking List, will be limited on the granted homologation level .

Trainings

Trainings are not expected for any event.

Competitions

Two competitions shall be run :  tournament (slalom, tricks) and wakeboard.

Slalom: minimum entry speed kp/h 34 (roop 18.25) for both   BOYS and  GIRLS

According  to the number of skiers registered the hosting Federation could fix in a maximum of 4 passages for each skier.

Tricks: each skier will have a maximum of two passages of 20’’each.

Wakeboard: each skier will have two passages. 

Results OF THE COMPETITION

Following results are expected for both men and women categories:

Slalom – best result in the two rounds

Tricks – best results in the two rounds (total  of the tricks done)

Overall (slalom and tricks)  - total  of the best overall score performed in slalom with the best overall result  performed in tricks.

Wakeboard: best result in the two rounds. (total of the tricks  performed).

Overall Calculation System

The best performance of a skier in each event  will get 1000 points. All other performances will get points according to the following system, in which the “best score” refers to the best result in the event (for slalom number of buoys overed starting from 34 kp/h), and the “skier score” refers to the score of the single skier. (for slalom number of buoys overed starting from 34 kp/h).

Slalom: 1000 x (skier score) / (best score)

Tricks: 1000 x (skier score) / (best score)

Wakeboard: 1000 x (skier score) / (best score)

TIES

If a tie exists  for the first place, it shall be run off. In case of tie for the second place, placing placement shall be decided on the basis of the best result performed in the first round. 

For further ties placements shall be determined for each event, according to the International Technical Rules.

Classifications for Nations Team Overall

THE BEST 3 OVERALL SCORES BY EITHER BOYS AND GIRLS FOR EACH TEAM  SHALL BE SUMMED TO OBTAIN THE TEAM SCORE.

For everything not included in this rulebook, International Rules will be effective.
